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xciting tales of vast fortunes to be made and new worlds to be pioneered spread through a wearied
China in the late 19th century. There had been the fabled "Gold Mountain" of California in the
1840s and, by 1890, a "New Gold Mountain" was being whispered, far to the south in Australia.

For one eighteen-year-old farm lad in Guangdong Province, the lure was irresistible.

Gock Lock watched frustratingly that year as another surge of flood waters destroyed his family's rice crops.
There would be another lean year ahead for him and his four brothers and for their native village. He had
heard, probably from teahouse talk, that one could get a cheap steamer ticket to the "New Gold Mountain”
for $280. He borrowed the money from his father and set off for Hong Kong where he bought ship passage

to Melbourne.

Reality in Australia was far different from the glowing promises he had heard. Melbourne was then an unfriendly
place for work-hungry Chinese immigrants. He trekked north to Sydney where he had heard one could work
on garden farms outside the city. There he encountered fellow villagers from his home county in China who
were operating vegetable farms for the markets of Sydney. They gave him a job.

Field labour was hard and the soil not as fertile as the alluvial earth of his native Zhongshan county. He had
to get up at three in the morning to head for the vegetable patches where he worked unceasingly until after
nightfall. But his friends paid him 12.5 shillings a day which he caretully saved. Tough-minded, energetic

and enterprising, young Gock Lock was ready within three years to venture on his own.

[t was nothing big, hardly the "Gold Mountain" of his dreams.
He went to the Sydney market where he purchased a barrow

from which to hawk fruits and vegetables. He was in his element;

a free entrepreneur. From then on, the world came to Gock

Lock.

He quickly revealed his skill for business by making a trip to

Fiji where he arranged to purchase bananas. Soon he was a

successful fruit wholesaler in Sydney. By 1897, five years after

he had left farm work, he was ready to open his own store. He

had previously been involved with a village friend in a store

called Hop Lee Company, but he was determined to go into
his own retail venture. His friends loaned him funds and with

his own savings, he established his first grocery on a capital of
£1,400.

For a name he judiciously chose "Wing On", meaning "perpetual peace”. That name was to become famous
throughout the Far East even though the company has known little of the peace its title proclaims.

For the next ten years the Sydney store grew slowly while Gock Lock learned the entrepreneurial skills for which
he became famous.

His younger brother, Gock Chin, also decided to leave home to seek his fortune across the seas. At the age of
15 he sailed to Hawaii. There he had the luck to land a job as a helper in a lawyer's office and, later, to work
in the British Consulate. With an adroit mind, he learned both English and Hawaiian, and something of the
importance of commercial law.

After three years, he went back to China where it was suggested he might go to Sydney to help with his elder
brother's business. He bought a share in the Wing On store and bent his efforts toward making the business a
success. The two brothers formed a close collaboration which lasted throughout their lives and into their
children's and their children's children.

Their personalities were different, yet complementary, Gock Lock was tough, hard-driving; a man of undisputed
talent as an enterprising businessman. Gock Chin was soft-spoken, calm, a brilliant administrator. Gock Lock

adventured and discovered startling ideas; Gock Chin made these ideas work.

The complete story of the Gock brothers Australian ventures is
now almost lost in history, but several important

developments can be traced.

Both brothers were converted to Christianity,

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who also taught them English. This new
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faith was to make a deep impression on their
lives and to provide them with a moral e
underpinning which became a vital "y | ¥ -,--..;i-:.

On Sundays, their employees could attend church prayer meetings in the store, a practice that continued for

many years until the numbers became too many to accommodate within the limited store space available.

The brothers became knowledgeable about English commercial law and practice in addition to learning English
as a second language. This was to stand them in good stead when they returned to found their empire in the

then British Colony of Hong Kong and later in Shanghai.

And importantly both brothers became exposed to a new kind of commercial spirit; the optimistic, expansion-
oriented, self-assuredness of pioneering. The contrast evident between the torn, dispirited environment of China
during the last days of the decadent Manchu dynasty and the sparkling rambuctiousness of young Australia
was as night and day.

Chinese merchants had long been known as great businessmen. They were thrifty, cautious, astute, some even

describe them as cunning and devious. But they were seldom adventurous.

Life in Imperial China was too perilous to throw caution to the wind, or risk too heavily. But add to this natural
conservatism just the right spark of pioneering, of realization of opportunity, and the result is astounding modern
business acumen.

[t was just this combination which miraculously came together in Gock Lock and his brother Gock Chin.
They took Christian baptismal names, becoming James Gock Lock and Philip Gock Chin. (The family name
was translated Gock on immigration documents. Later when sons began to enter English schools in Canton
and Hong Kong, the Cantonese dialect was anglicized as Kwok by teachers, and thus became the accepted
spelling retained to this day. In Putonghua, the transliteration is Guo.)

Both brothers possessed a sense of business and personal integrity. One story is that when James Gock Lock
was inadvertently handed a bag of £1,000 in gold coins instead of £500 he had ordered at a bank, he returned

it immediately, explaining the error to the banker. Henceforth, he had no trouble getting credit or service from
that bank.

The word of Wing On on any contract has never been doubted. The brothers handed down this basic precept

of commercial life to their sons. When other companies were defaulting or hedging because of wars or exceptional
losses, Wing On paid its debts, its employees and those who entrusted money to its safe-keeping.

After ten years in Sydney, the two brothers decided to return closer to their home. China was in turmoil but
winds of revolution were blowing strong and it was felt only a matter of time before the old Manchu Dynasty

would fall and a new Republican China emerge. It did happen, in 1911, but turmoil did not subside.

The nearest safe place to their Guangdong home for a business was Hong Kong, then enjoying a period of
prosperity as the primary South China colony and naval base of the British Empire. The two brothers found a
small store location on Queen's Road Central, No. 167. With $160,000 from their own savings and investments
from friends and fellow villagers, they opened Wing On on August 28, 1907.

Within three years, the company, expanded to provide not only groceries but all manner of general provisions,
was ready to move to larger premises on Des Voeux Road. Another $440,000 went into the new location. In
those days property along that end of Victoria town on the Island was not considered prime, occupied largely
by rows of small, non-descript Chinese shops. But that conception proved erroneous. Within a decade the
premises was worth a solid $2,000,000, a great sum in those days.

With shrewd insight, the brothers picked up an additional 40,000 square feet of land in ten plots between
207-235 Des Voeux Road and 104-118 Connaught Road on the waterfront. They enlarged their store, established
an informal savings deposit and banking department, opened a general insurance company in 1915, built adjacent
godowns for themselves and other merchants, and increased their property holdings.

By 1925 Wing On was the major Chinese department store in Hong Kong. It even boasted an adjoining hotel,
the Great Eastern, where businessmen and customers travelling to and from China could find friendly and secure
accommodation.

As China opened up during the early Republican years, new business opportunities appeared - and Wing On
followed. James Gock Lock established a Wing On store in Shanghai in 1917 which soon spread the fame of
Wing On through the Yangtze river valley and into Central China.

By 1940 Wing On had expanded into textile mills business in Shanghai and developed financial services in
Hong Kong. Wing On's presence in the region was firmly established.
